Alnterrater reliability on 41% of coded
correlation studies (first and second
round of review) = 100%
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All correlation studies had to meet the
following preliminary criteria:

A Predictor variable related to secondary
program or practice

A Outcome variable is postschool
outcome
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What constitutes a /moderate leve/?
U Minimum of 2 a priori studies
X  Planned; hypothesis stated
X  Consistent significant correlations across
studies between predictor and outcome

U Can include exploratory studies only when
paired with a priori significant correlations

U Effect sizes are reported for each outcome,
even when the outcome was not statistically
significant, or data are reported so that effect
sizes may be calculated.
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What constitutes a potential level?

U One aprior (planned, hypothesis stated)

study
U Two or more exploratory studies (when no
a priori findings exist)
X No specified hypothesis
x  Reflects significant correlations between

predictor and outcome
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
